Repairs 

Due to COVID-19, our repair 
projects are proceeding slowly in 
2020.  We have completed one 
ramp.  There are an additional 18 
projects in the pipeline to be 
completed in the next few 
months. 

These projects include roof re-
placement, siding replacement, 
wheel chair ramp, septic system, 

skirting, windows, and a furnace.  
And based on previous years, we 
will be getting repair applications 
throughout the fall. 

Below are pictures from the ramp 
project in Norway last month. 

We plan to start the next house, 
at 726 Stephenson in Norway, in 
early fall 2020.  This house was 
originally donated to Habitat in 
2017 and we started renovations 
at that time.   

Although we (through several 
amazing volunteer groups) gutted 
the house and repaired the base-
ment walls, it was too difficult to fit 
the Habitat house onto that foot-
print.  We tore down the house 
this past month and will start 
fresh in early fall.
